What is a flute choir? 
 

 A flute choir is a 

chamber 

ensemble of 

flutes, including 

piccolo,  C flute, 

alto flute and 

bass flute. 

 

What kind of music is written for 

flute choir? 

 

 Compositions include 

arrangements of classical, folk 

and popular music, as well as 

original works by contemporary 

composers. Music ranges from 

3 to 12 parts. Participants in the 

flute choir improve their 

individual playing, focus on 

intonation and other chamber 

ensemble skills, learn how parts 

enhance each other, 

experience different types of 

music.

 Flute Frenzy rehearses weekly 

on Tuesday evenings at Wil-

liamsburg United Methodist 

Church, 501 Jamestown 

Road, Williamsburg, VA. 

 

 Flute Frenzy is divided into 

two groups.  Placement is de-

termined by audition and  

experience level.   

 

 Middle school students, 6th 

to 8th grade,  rehearse from 

6:00-7:15 p.m.  High school 

students, 9th to 12th grade,  

rehearse from 7:15-9:00pm.
